DEMOCRACY
What is the purpose of higher education in a democracy?

· unlike Hutchins, who believed in education only for the prividleged, Dewey believed higher education should be community oriented, where people acquire new skills and evoke inner interests

· develop a literate populous; one less dependent on public assistance
· train an employable workforce; in the 1990s, 70% believed career preparation was the primary aspect of college (Harvey & Associates, 1994; as cited by Hamrick, Evans, & Schuh, 2002).
· develop keepers of the academy and the perpetuation of knowledge creation and teaching

· impart a personal sense of self-respect and self-satisfaction (Dewey:  one of life’s goal’s is to live more fully and the goal of a democracy should be to increase the number of fulfilled lives; Campbell, 1995)

· higher education helps perpetuate an overall sense of “common good”; within a democracy; higher education imparts higher levels of moral development (Pascarella & Terenzini, 2005).
· higher education is the glue that holds the fabric of a democracy together

· higher education should assist in instilling a sense of life long learning in its populous; this is important to ensure the preservation of the both the democracy and higher education
· important that some alignment between those administering higher education and those obtaining higher education be reached; different purposes for teaching (research interest, ego, altruism) and different purposes for learning (career betterment, pre-requisite for advanced degree, looking for marriage)…should be common reason:  KNOWLEDGE GENERATION AND DESIRE TO LEARN…that is what will perpetuate the academy.
